Probability:

0 = 70 – 100 years


1 = 30 – 70 years


2 = 12 – 30 years


3 = 7 – 12 years


4 = 2 – 7 years


5 = 0 – 2 years 

Human Impact:  Possibility of Death and Injury.  This is a guideline.  A minor event may injure several but not result in any deaths or a minor event may result in few minor injuries but one or two injuries.  The guideline represents the best case and worst case that could result within the County during emergencies.  

0 = Less than 5 with minor injuries, no significant injuries, and no deaths


1 = Less than 15 minor injuries, less than 10 significant injures, and no deaths


2 = Less than 30 minor injuries, less than 20 significant injuries, and less than 3 deaths


3 = Less than 45 minor injuries, less than 30 significant injuries, and less than 10 deaths


4 = Less than 60 minor injuries, less than 40 significant injuries, and less than 15 deaths

5 = Less than 75 minor injuries, less than 50 significant injuries, and less than 20 deaths
Property Impact:  Physical losses and damages to facilities and buildings that belong to the general public

0 = Moderate impact occurring in a localized area, easily repairable damage.

1 = Moderate impact but only to a small, localized area.
2 = Moderate impact to a widespread area within the county or multiple localized areas.  


3 = Severe damage to a small, localized area.

4 = Severe impact to a widespread area of the county and neighboring counties.
5 = Severe damage to a widespread area.  Damage includes large portion of population displaced, large number of condemned buildings, and possibly statewide damage.
Business Impact:  Interruption of services and/or business activities.  Consideration includes the physical impact, the financial impact, and the duration of the physical or financial impact.  This assessment includes any impact that disrupts business activity within the county.  A mild impact would affect the business but it could continue operating.  A moderate impact means that the business is affected but only able to maintain basic business function with assistance or alternative methods of conducting operations.  A severe impact means no business activity will take place. 

0 = Mild impact resulting in no closures. 
1 = A mild impact to less than 15 businesses for less than two days. 
2 = A moderate impact to less than 15 businesses for a period up to one week.  
3 = A moderate impact to 15 - 30 businesses up to two weeks. 

4 = A severe impact to a small number of businesses for weeks or several months.  

5 = A severe impact to a large number of businesses for a month to several months.  
Critical Facilities:  These facilities include the jail, the hospital, facilities impacting production, treatment or distribution of water, sewer, and electricity, the 911 center, the county office building, telecommunications facilities, fire departments, police departments, the EMS building, and sites designated for use as emergency shelters.  The terms mild, moderate, and severe used to describe business impact will apply here.  
0 = Minor impact, no closures

1 = Impact similar to a power outage, operating on backup generators for less than two days
2 = Impact similar to a power outage, no backup power available for less than two days

3 = Damage to the critical facility, service disrupted for less than one week

4 = Multiple critical facilities damaged and service disrupted for more than one week
5 = Multiple critical facilities damaged with countywide disruption of service for more than one month
County Preparedness:  Refers to the level of preparedness for the county as a whole.  The county’s preparedness includes County agencies as well as the public and private entities that comprise the response to an emergency within the County.  Ranking “County Preparedness” includes the identification of needs, how needs are being addressed, resources available, and the effectiveness of response and emergency management. When assessing multiple agencies, consider the agencies as a whole or consider the agencies that will be primary or lead when the event occurs.  

0 = Very prepared.  Sufficient capacity and capability exists.


1 = Prepared.  Minor issues to address to improve capacity or capability. 

2 = Needs have been identified.  Moderate level of change needed to improve.

3 = Significant needs.  Significant needs have been identified. Significant change required but it change is taking place.


4 = Significant needs, not addressing.  Significant needs exist but are not being addressed.

5 = Hazard not identified.  The hazard impacts the agency but the agency has not identified the hazard so very limited capability or capacity exists to address the hazard. 

Regional Preparedness:  Refers to the counties that share a border with Chester as well as those where designated regional assets lie.  This evaluates the level of preparedness within a geographic region. Consideration is given to the capability and capacity that exists within a region to address an event.  The regional preparedness reflects the community assets and ability to leverage those assets within the region.  

0 = Very prepared.  Sufficient capacity and capability exists.


1 = Prepared.  Minor issues to address to improve capacity or capability. 

2 = Needs have been identified.  Moderate level of change needed to improve.

3 = Significant needs.  Significant needs have been identified. Significant change required but it change is taking place.


4 = Significant needs, not addressing.  Significant needs exist but are not being addressed.

5 = Hazard not identified.  The hazard impacts the region but the region has not identified the hazard so very limited capability or capacity exists to address the hazard.
